20-70.004 Designation of Grade on Container.

(1) Whenever any processed citrus products, as defined by Florida Statutes or rules of the Department of Citrus, are sold or offered for sale or shipment, which do not have affixed to the immediate container a label, brand or trademark registered with the Department of Citrus representing the grade thereof, the immediate container shall designate the grade as “Grade A” (or U. S. Fancy), or “Grade B” (or U. S. Choice), or “Grade C” (or U. S. Standard), depending on the product and its grade. Such grade designation shall be either embossed on the container, or shown on a sticker affixed thereto, or printed on the container, and be not less than 5/32 inch in height or one inch in overall length, and clearly legible.

(2) The labeling requirements of subsection 20-70.04(1), F.A.C., shall not apply to intrastate shipments of products between licensed citrus fruit dealers, each of whom are operators of processing plants holding a valid certificate of plant registration.
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
