20-113.003 General Restrictions on the Use of Symbol.

(1) Use of the “Florida Citrus Growers’ Promotional Item” mark shall be restricted to non-food items containing no citrus or citrus derivatives as part of its constituent parts which are however, used in the preparation, service or demonstration or promotion of fresh citrus fruit or processed citrus products. Such items shall include, but are not limited to, juicers, sectionizers, spoons, knives, glasses, pitchers or serving dishes.

(2) Artwork, or a prototype of the item intended to carry the mark must be submitted to the Department of Citrus for approval prior to actual production or labeling.

(3) Licenses shall be granted for a period of five years, and may be renewed in additional 5-year increments.

(4) The “Florida Citrus Growers’ Promotional Item” mark as shown in Rule 20-113.001, F.A.C., must be used in its entirety, including the word “Florida.”

(5) The “Florida Citrus Growers’ Promotional Item” mark shall not be used on any item in such a manner as to dominate or appear to be a part of a brand name.

(6) Each licensee or other authorized user shall deliver to the Department of Citrus for its records, a finished sample of any material bearing the symbol.

(7) The Department reserves the right to deny use of its mark on items considered to be unwholesome or offensive in nature.

(8) The licensee shall indemnify the Department and save it harmless with respect to any claims arising out of the use of its products bearing the mark by any person, or any claims arising out of false or misleading advertising by the licensee.
