25-4.042 Extended Area Service.

Each telephone company shall undertake to anticipate, on a continuing basis, the communication requirements of its subscribers for expanded local calling privileges and shall, upon Commission request, conduct appropriate surveys and studies of the feasibility of providing extended area service, an optional calling plan, or other extended calling concept that would better serve subscriber communication needs between contiguous exchanges, or portions thereof in those instances where there appears to be more than a normal degree of a community of interest, high toll usage, and a sufficient desire by the subscribers to warrant the establishment of the service. The results of such surveys and studies shall be reported promptly to the Commission.
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
