25-4.058 Conditions for Approval.

In the absence of proper and compelling reasons to the contrary, the Commission will order New Extended Area Service established when the following general conditions are satisfied:

(1) There exists a sufficient degree of community of interest between exchanges, as defined in Rule 25-4.060, F.A.C., and

(2) As required, the incremental rates to be charged for the Extended Area Service arrangement, as determined by the Commission, will generate revenues within the affected exchange(s) to the extent possible, sufficient to meet the increased cost resulting from the provision of EAS, considering the strength of the community of interest, the overall rate level, and effect on earnings of the telecommunications companies which will provide the proposed EAS, and

(3) The proposed Extended Area Service, when offered at a price determined by the Commission, is approved by the prescribed majority of affected subscribers.
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
