Of the issuance of an Order regarding the Petition for Waiver or Variance, which was filed on April 21, 2014, by Alejandro Serrano, D.C. The Notice of Petition for Waiver or Variance was published in Volume 40, Number 104, of the May 29, 2014, Florida Administrative Register. The Petitioner was seeking a waiver or variance of subsection 64B2-11.003(3), Florida Administrative Code, which requires that applicants for licensure must file all applications, fees, and supporting documentation including transcripts, NBCE examination results, fingerprint card, verification of licensure for other jurisdictions and, if applicable, certified copies of court records evidencing a criminal conviction, plea, or other disposition. The Board considered the instant Petition at a duly-noticed meeting, held June 6, 2014, in Orlando, Florida.

The Board’s Order, filed on June 6, 2014, grants the waiver of subsection 64B2-11.001(3), Florida Administrative Code. The Board finds that Petitioner met the purpose of the underlying statute by other means and has otherwise shown a substantial hardship and that application of the rule at issue to Petitioner would violate principles of fairness. Further, the Board approved the Applicant’s application for licensure by examination as a chiropractic physician in the State of Florida.
