Eligibility for State Approved Program and/or Aid
PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of this rulemaking is to establish mosquito control program classifications into tiers that are based on local contributions to mosquito control; amend the minimum qualifications for employment of mosquito control program directors; and increase the frequency candidates may take the director’s examination in a six month period. The effect of this rulemaking will be to classify mosquito control programs into tiers; amend qualifications for program directors; and increase the frequency individuals may take the director examination within an established time period.
SUMMARY: This rulemaking addresses program director employment and classification requirements.
SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 
The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency. 
The Agency has determined that the proposed rule is not expected to require legislative ratification based on the statement of estimated regulatory costs or if no SERC is required, the information expressly relied upon and described herein: The Department’s economic analysis of the adverse impact of potential regulatory costs of the proposed rule did not exceed any of the criteria established in Section 120.541(2)(a), Florida Statutes. As part of this analysis, the Department relied upon its experience with adoption of rules of this nature. Additionally, no interested party submitted information regarding the economic impact.

THE FULL TEXT OF THE PROPOSED RULE IS: 
5E-13.032 Program Directors, Employment and Classification.

(1) through (3) No change.

(4) The following minimum director classifications are based upon amount of local funds budgeted for the fiscal year in which they are initially employed and for which they assume responsibilities of administration.

(a) Director I (Tier I Program) – Local budget greater than $3,000,000 $30,000.00 to $249,999.99.

Minimum qualifications for Director I position: Graduate of a four (4) year college or university with a degree in the basic sciences and two years work experience in public health arthropod control; or a graduate of a four (4) year college or university and a satisfactory work experience record of five (5) years duration in public health arthropod control. High school graduate with minimum of three (3) years of training and field experience in control of mosquitoes, or three (3) years experience in managing a comparable program, or a graduate of four (4) year college or university with a degree in the basic sciences or engineering.

(b) Director II (Tier II Program) – Local budget between $1,000,000 to $2,999,999.99 $250,000.00 to $999,999.99.  Minimum qualifications for Director II position: Graduate of four (4) year college or university with a degree in the basic sciences or engineering. Requirements for college degree in a basic science may be substituted with a four (4) year degree from a college or university and proof of a satisfactory work experience record of two (2) years duration in public health arthropod control; or with a High School diploma or completion of the General Education Development (GED) and shall be waived upon proof of a satisfactory work experience record of five (5) four (4) years duration directing or assisting in directing a work program in public health arthropod control the mosquito or field of comparable size and budget to that of the District or County where the application is pending.

(c) Director III (Tier III Program) – Local budget of up to $999,999.99 $1,000,000.00 and over.

Minimum qualifications for Director III position: Graduate of four (4) year college or university with a degree in the basic sciences or engineering and two years work experience in mosquito control. A High School diploma or completion of the General Education Development (GED) with a minimum of two (2) years of training and field experience in public health arthropod control and proof of Public Health Pest Control licensure.
(5)(a) through (d) No change.

(e) The Director’s Exam may shall be taken only three times once within any six (6) four (4) month period. 

(f) No change.

(6) No change.
