Petitioner was seeking an interpretation of Sections 475.01 and 475.011, Florida Statutes, as to whether he needs to obtain a broker’s license for his duties as a property manager for an Illinois company purchasing a single tenant federal government office building in Florida. The Commission’s Order, filed on July 17, 2014, issues a declaratory statement that the Petitioner, based on the facts as they are presented herein, is not required to obtain a Florida real estate broker’s license.
