28-35.020 Definitions.

As used in these rules, except where the concept clearly indicates a different meaning:

(1) “Eligible Applicant” means either:

(a) An agency of the State of Florida: or

(b) a unit of local government located wholly or partly in the coastal zone which has authority to levy taxes; establish and collect user fees, or provide any public facility or service which is financed wholly or partly by taxes or user fees.

(2) “Agency of the State of Florida” or “state agency” means any department, division, or authority empowered to act on behalf of the State of Florida.

(3) “Coastal Zone” means the area defined by the Florida Department of Environmental Regulation for the State’s Coastal Zone Management Program.

(4) “Division” means the Division of State Planning (DSP) organizationally located within the Department of Administration.

(5) “Coastal Energy Impact Program” or “CEIP” means Section 308 of the Federal Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972 (Public Law 92-583), as amended by Public Law 94-370.
