28-35.060 Policy and Condition.

The following statements are hereby established as the policy of the Division pertaining to the Coastal Energy Impact Program.

(1) The Division will administer the CEIP so as to be consistent with the intent and purposes of the federal rules and regulations of the CEIP and Florida law.

(2) The selection of projects to receive assistance shall be determined by the Division based on an evaluative procedure which utilizes criteria for the setting of priorities and the allocation of assistance.

(3) The following criteria will be used to evaluate applications. All applications will be evaluated in terms of the General Criteria and the category of criteria which corresponds to the type of assistance being requested. The criteria are listed in rank order of importance and are as follows:

(a) General Criteria

1. Need based on the likelihood of a new energy facility locating in the coastal zone . . . potential impacts known or unknown (severity to be determined based upon the application document).

2. Need based on the expansion or modification of an energy facility in the coastal zone . . . potential impacts known or unknown (severity to be determined based upon the application document).

3. Time frame between applicant’s knowledge of energy facility and the period when impacts are anticipated to occur.

4. Present ability of government to raise revenue through local tax effort to meet need.

5. Amount of matching funds available (a 20 percent local share shall be required for all grant requests but may be waived under special circumstances). Proposals which can be completely funded will be given priority over projects which can only be partially funded for the fiscal year. Proposals shall be product oriented.

(b) Planning Grants

1. Magnitude of impacts in terms of environmental and/or economic changes which might result from coastal energy facilities.

2. Impacts of a regional significance.

3. Types of decisions made; planning efforts which study issues and make decisions to maximize economic development opportunities and minimize social and environmental impacts.

4. Level of involvement of decision-makers in the planning process and the types of decisions to be made.

5. Expected results of the decisions (i.e., legislation or regulations adopted, money allocated); and, expected results of the decision implementation (i.e., saving 200 acres of wetland, constructing a hospital, reducing crime by 5 percent).

(c) Credit and Repayment Assistance – The following types of facilities will be given priority:

1. Pollution Control Facilities such as sewage treatment facilities and solid waste facilities

2. Utilities – water treatment and supply systems and other utilities

3. Health Services and Facilities – hospitals, clinics, and emergency medical facilities

4. Public Safety – police and fire facilities and equipment

5. Transportation Facilities – ports, bridges, roads, etc.

6. Education Facilities – schools, day care centers

7. Government Facilities

(d) Environmental and Recreational Grants – Proposals which would accomplish the following objectives will be given priority:

1. Protection of human health, safety and welfare

2. Protection for Florida’s non-renewable resources

3. Protection for Florida’s renewable resources

4. Improvement of Florida non-renewable resources

5. Improvement of Florida’s renewable resources

(4) Assistance will be allocated once each year except under special circumstances to be determined by the Division.

(5) The amount of assistance awarded will vary depending on funding priorities which will be determined by the Division after the deadline for application.
