Notice of Declaratory Statement

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Construction Industry Licensing Board has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Robert Cade on July 21, 2014. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition:
The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 40, No. 146, of the July 29, 2014, Florida Administrative Register. The petition seeks a declaratory statement from the Board as to whether an unlicensed handyman or unlicensed subcontractor can perform the following repairs: 1. removing and replacing breakers in electrical box, replacement of light fixtures, removal of landscape lighting fixtures and wiring and other electrical testing; 2. installation of drywall; 3. minor plumbing work, such as replacing/cleaning faucets; 4. paint, clean and assist; 5. cleaning, fumigating and removing furniture; 6. installing gates/fencing; 7. painting inside of house; 8. clearing flora/overgrowth from backyard; 9. pressure washing outside of structures; and 10. other miscellaneous repairs. The total cost of work is approximately $7,500.00. The Board’s Order, filed on October 30, 2014, issues a declaratory statement that the Petition is denied because there is ongoing litigation, and Petitioner is asking about the conduct of another person.
