29D-5.202 Local Government Comprehensive Plan Amendment Initial Review Fee.

Upon submittal of a local government comprehensive plan amendment for initial review a deposit for the initial review fee shall also be submitted. An initial review fee shall be assessed each applicant, a deposit as specified in this rule shall be made prior to the Council’s initial review of a change to an adopted Local Government Comprehensive Plan. Payment of review fees shall be consistent with the following requirements.

(1) The Regional Planning Council initial review fee shall be equal to and constitute reimbursement for all direct and indirect costs to the Regional Planning Council for initial review of changes to an adopted local government comprehensive plan.

(2) Applicants shall pay an initial deposit, as provided in this Rule, at the time of submittal of the proposed amendments for review.

(3) All applicants will be invoiced within 30 days of the completion of the initial review. In cases where a deposit has been made, if the cost to the Regional Planning Council is less than the initial deposit, excluding the $100 non-refundable fee, a refund will be provided to the applicant within 14 days of invoicing. If at any time the cost of review exceeds the deposit an additional deposit will be required.

(4) A member government, or participating member unit, pursuant to Chapter 29D-1, F.A.C., will be invoiced at the completion of the review of a government initiated change to a comprehensive plan, which has been submitted for initial review. A member government, or participating member unit will not be required to submit a deposit as otherwise provided in this Rule. Payment of fees assessed pursuant to this Rule are due within 14 days of invoice.

(5) No fee shall be assessed a local government which has entered into an interlocal agreement with the Regional Planning Council specifically for conducting the review of Local Comprehensive Plan Amendments.
