29D-5.302 Local Government Comprehensive Plan Amendment Review Fee.

A review fee shall be assessed each local government prior to the initiation of the Council’s review of an Amendment to an Adopted Local Government Comprehensive Plan. The Local Government Comprehensive Plan review fee shall be paid to the Council concurrent with the required submittal of the amendment package to the Department of Community Affairs.

(1) The Regional Planning Council review fee shall be equal to and constitute reimbursement for the actual costs of the Regional Planning Council for review of Amendments to an adopted local government comprehensive plan.

(2) No fee shall be assessed a local government for locally initiated changes, if that local government has entered into an interlocal agreement with the Regional Planning Council specifically for conducting reviews of Local Government Comprehensive Plan Amendments.

(3) No fee shall be assessed a local government for locally initiated changes, if that local government has entered into an interlocal agreement with the Regional Planning Council specifically for means of conducting Comprehensive Regional Planning.

(4) No charges shall be assessed for review of proposed changes which have not been altered since receiving a letter of initial review from the Executive Director, as provided elsewhere in this rule.
