29K-1.003 Definitions.

(1) Alternate – a person that takes the place of an absent appointed representative.

(2) Appointed representative – a member of the Council.

(3) Council – the Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council.

(4) Comprehensive Regional Policy Plan – a long range guide for physical, economic and social development of the region which identifies regional goals and objectives, and opportunities as embodied in the policy of the Council.

(5) Elected official – a member of the governing body of a municipality or county, or a county-elected official chosen by the governing body.

(6) Federal or federal government – the government of the United States of America or any department, commission, agency or instrumentality thereof.

(7) Local general purpose government – any municipality or county created pursuant to the authority granted under Sections 1 and 2, Article VIII of the Constitution for the State of Florida.

(8) Member government – any county or incorporated municipality located within the region.

(9) Participating member unit – an incorporated municipality located within the region.

(10) Principal member unit – each of the counties in the region.

(11) Region or Treasure Coast Region – the geographical area, including both land and water, within the counties of Indian River, Martin, Palm Beach, and St. Lucie, as described in Sections 7.31, 7.43, 7.50, and 7.59, Florida Statutes, respectively.

(12) State or state government – the government of the State of Florida, or any department, commission, agency or instrumentality thereof.

(13) Governor – the Governor of the State of Florida.
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
