29K-1.016 Compensation and Expenses of Members.

(1) Appointed representatives shall receive no compensation for their services but shall be reimbursed by the Council for traveling expenses, incurred while engaged in specific, authorized activities on behalf of the Council, except as noted in (2) below. Such reimbursement shall be in accordance with the provisions of Section 112.061, Florida Statutes.

(2) Each appointing authority shall be responsible for the expenses of its appointed members in attending local meetings of the Council held within the boundaries of the region. The Council will be responsible for any other travel within the region and any travel outside of the region that has been authorized.

(3) The designated representative of the Council for the purpose of authorizing travel expenditures for Council members shall be the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman, or in his absence, Secretary-Treasurer shall be the designated representative.

(4) Authorization requests for travel of Council members need not be accompanied by a signed statement of any other person prior to approval of such request being granted. Council members do not have supervisors, as that term is used in Section 112.061(3)(a), Florida Statutes; therefore, this requirement is inapplicable.
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
