29L-1.009 Apalachicola River Committee.

(1) Composition: One hundred percent (100%) Local Elected Officials.

(2) Appointment: One County Elected Official shall be appointed by each of the six Boards of County Commissioners: Calhoun, Franklin, Gadsden, Gulf, Jackson and Liberty.

(3) Term: Each representative shall serve at the pleasure of the Board of County Commissioners.

(4) Officers: A Chairman and Vice Chairman to serve for one-year rotating terms, to be elected by vote of the River Committee.

(5) Purpose:

(a) U.S. Army Corps of Engineers permit review coordination.

(b) Review of Conservation Programs of mutual interest.

(c) Information exchange on proposed developments along the River, State, Federal and Regional agency programs and activities, etc.

(d) Legislative strategizing and coordination.

(e) Serving as the Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) for the State of Florida’s Level B Study of the Apalachicola River System, when augmented by staff of the Department of Veteran and Community Affairs, Apalachee Regional Planning Council, and Northwest Florida Water Management District, and coordinated through the Florida Department of Environmental Regulation.
