29L-1.016 Meetings.

(1) The time and place of each meeting shall be determined by the membership prior to the adjournment of the previous meeting. If circumstances so merit, the time and place of the meeting(s) shall be determined by the Chairman. The Chairman may call special meetings.

(2) A quorum at any meeting shall consist of a majority of the membership of the governing body. A quorum shall be required to conduct official business.

(3) When a quorum is present, a majority of those present and voting may take action in all matters presented at the meeting.

(4) All official meetings of the Council shall be open to the public as required by the Florida Sunshine Law, Chapter 286, F.S., and shall meet the requirements of Chapter 120, F.S., where applicable.
