29L-2.007 Site Inspection and Conference.

The staff is delegated the authority to work with the developer on preapplication conferences and to carry out the responsibilities of the Council for the optional coordinated review process. The staff shall notify all affected agencies and coordinate the optional coordinated review process.

(1) Before filing an application for development approval, the developer shall contact the Executive Director to arrange a preapplication conference. Upon the request of the developer or the Executive Director, other affected state and regional agencies shall participate in this conference and shall identify the types of permits issued by the agencies, the level of information required, and the permit issuance procedures as applied to the proposed development. The Council’s DRI Coordinator shall provide the developer information about the development-of-regional-impact process and the use of preapplication conferences to identify issues, coordinate appropriate state and local agency requirements, and otherwise promote a proper and efficient review of the proposed development. The preapplication conference shall be held in the seat of government of the most substantially affected local government.

(2) Before an application for development approval is filed with a local government, a developer may meet with the Council staff and any substantially affected party including representatives of local governments to prepare a draft agreement to eliminate unnecessary questions from the application as identified in the preapplication conference. The draft agreement will be considered by the staff which will recommend an agreement to be considered by the Board. The Board and the developer may enter into a binding written agreement to eliminate unnecessary questions from the application. The Board shall afford the developer or any substantially affected party including representatives of local governments reasonable opportunity to participate in the discussion on the proposed agreement before the Board takes final action.

(3) A date for a site inspection and conference with the developer, authorized agent, or project consultant will be established by mutual agreement to occur subsequent to submission of the ADA but prior to the setting of the final public hearing.
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
