30C-1.001 General.

(1) The Tri-County Commuter Rail Authority, an agency of the State of Florida, was established by authorization of Chapter 343, Florida Statutes (1989), for the purpose of providing a reliable and safe commuter rail service for the people of South Florida as an alternative to automobile transportation, and as an enhancement to the quality of life through the expansion of regional transportation facilities and improved air and environmental qualities.

(2) All powers and duties of TCRA shall be consistent with Chapter 343, Florida Statutes, and The Tri-County Commuter Rail Authority Bylaws, and other applicable Florida Statutes, and rules and regulations adopted by TCRA.

(3) TCRA shall be the successor and assignee of the former Tri-County Commuter Rail Organization (the “TCRO”); TCRA inherits and assumes all rights, assets, agreements, appropriations, privileges and obligations of the TCRO.

(4) The separation between legislative and administration functions of this organization is hereby established; the establishment and adoption of policy shall be the responsibility of the Legislative Branch and the execution of that policy shall be the responsibility of the Administrative Branch, under the direction of the Executive Director.
