30C-1.004 Meetings.

(1) The Board shall hold regular monthly meetings, preferably the second Friday of each month, at whatever time of day is convenient for the Board. When the day fixed for any such regular meeting falls on a day designated by law as a legal holiday, such meeting may be postponed or canceled by the Board by resolution or motion at a regular or special meeting by a majority of the Board members present at such meeting. Regular meetings may be otherwise postponed or canceled by resolution or motion adopted at a regular meeting by a majority of the Board members present. All regular meetings shall be held in such a place as may be approved by resolution or motion adopted at a regular meeting by a majority of the Board members present and shall be open to the public and all news media. When the agenda of the meeting has not been concluded, the Board shall either set a time certain in the following two (2) days for the conclusion of the scheduled order of business, or else by majority vote set such unfinished agenda items over to the next scheduled meeting. This section shall not be construed to prohibit hearings of emergency items pursuant to Section (2) below.

(2) Special Meetings, Emergency Meetings.

(a) Special meetings of the Board may be held on the call of the Chair or of five (5) or more members upon no less than twenty four (24) hours’ notice to each member.

(b) An emergency meeting of the Board may be called by the Chair whenever, in his/her opinion, an emergency exists which requires immediate Board action. Whenever such emergency meeting is called, the Chair shall notify the Executive Director who shall forthwith serve either verbal or written notice upon each member of the Board, stating the date, hour and place of the meeting and the purpose for which called, and no other business shall be transacted at the meeting unless additional emergency matters are agreed to by a majority of those Board members in attendance.

(c) If, after reasonable diligence, it is impossible to give notice to each Board member, such failure shall not affect the legality of the meeting if a quorum exists. The minutes of each special or emergency meeting shall show the manner and method by which notice of such special or emergency meeting was given to each member of the Board, or shall show a waiver of notice. All special or emergency meetings shall be open to the public and shall be held and conducted in a suitable facility within the Broward, Dade, Palm Beach County area.

(d) Proper notice shall consist of personal, oral or written notice to the Board member. If personal notice cannot be had, by delivery to the Board member’s office and home and, if no one is at either place, posting notice upon the door shall be adequate. It shall be the responsibility of the Executive Director to notify the media.

(3) Call to Order. The Chair shall take the chair at the hour appointed for the meeting and shall call the Board to order. In the absence of the Chair and the Vice-Chair, the Executive Director shall determine whether a quorum is present and, in that event, shall call for the election of a temporary Chair. Upon the arrival of the Chair or the Vice-Chair, the temporary Chair shall relinquish the chair upon the conclusion of the business then before the Board.

(4) Quorum. No less than five (5) members of the TCRA shall constitute a quorum. No action shall be taken by the Board without the affirmative vote of a majority of the membership then present. Any action of the Board involving adoption of the annual budget shall be by a majority vote of the full Board. Any member of the Board who announces a conflict of interest on a particular matter or in the proceedings related to that matter shall be deemed present for the purpose of constituting a quorum. Any member who announces a conflict must file in the minutes a written explanation of the nature of the conflict within fifteen (15) days of the vote as required under Florida Statute 112. Should no quorum attend within thirty (30) minutes after the hour appointed for the meeting of the Board, the Chair or the Vice Chair, or, in their absence, the Executive Director or his/her designee, may adjourn the meeting until the next day, unless by unanimous agreement those members present select another hour or day. The names of the members present and their action at such meeting shall be recorded in the minutes by the Executive Director.

(5) Rules of Business. All meetings of the Board shall be open to the public. Promptly at the hour set for each meeting, the members of the Board, the TCRA attorneys, and the Executive Director shall take their stations and the business of the Board shall be taken up for consideration and disposition in accordance with the agenda for the meeting.

(6) The vote upon any resolution, motion or other matter may be by voice vote, provided that the Chair or any Board member may require a roll call vote to be taken. Upon every roll call vote, the names of the Board members shall be called alphabetically by surname, except that the names shall be rotated after each roll call vote so that the Board member who voted first on a preceding roll call shall vote last upon the next subsequent matter, provided that the presiding officer shall always cast his/her vote last. If the Chair has made the motion or seconded the motion, the Chair shall vote in alphabetical order, with the other Board members. The minutes clerk shall call the roll, tabulate the votes, and announce the results.

(7) Agenda.

(a) Agenda Items and Public Access to Authority Procedures: All proceedings and the order of business at all meetings of the Board shall be conducted in accordance with the official agenda and shall be open to the public. Any departure from the order of business set forth in the official agenda shall be made only upon majority vote of the members of the Board present at the meeting. An agenda shall be prepared by the Authority in time to ensure that a copy of the agenda may be received at least seven (7) days before the meeting by any person in the state who requests a copy and who pays the reasonable cost of the copy. Any citizen may be placed on the official agenda of the regular meeting of the Board and be heard concerning any matter within the scope of the jurisdiction of the Board. Only a Board member or the Executive Director may place a citizen on the official agenda. The Board members shall receive complete agenda packages no later than four (4) days before the scheduled meeting; Board members may remove any agenda items not provided to them before this four (4) day period.

(b) Non-Agenda Matters: Non-agenda matters shall be confined to items that cannot be addressed in a timely manner as an agenda item at a subsequent meeting or items that are informational only. Such matters may be raised only by permission of the Chair or majority vote of the Board members.
