31-2.003 Emergency Meetings and Workshops.

(1) The Agency may hold an emergency meeting or workshop, notwithstanding the provisions of Rules 31-2.001 and 31-2.002, F.A.C., contained herein, for the purpose of acting upon internal-administrative and ministerial matters, or where a bona fide emergency exists that involves the exercise of agency discretion and policy making. No approval of the annual budget shall be granted at an emergency meeting.

(2) Whenever an emergency meeting or workshop is scheduled to be held, the Agency shall notify, as soon as possible, at least one major newspaper of general circulation in the area where the meeting or workshop will take place of the time, date, place and purpose of the meeting or workshop, so long as it is subsequently ratified by the board.
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
