31-13.008 Right of Refusal.

The District reserves the right to refuse waste from any lot or parcel of land upon which there is located any residential, commercial or industrial building or activity which does not comply with District Rules, utilize approved public water, supply proper metering of its waste, or lie within the District’s designated service area. The District’s right of refusal includes the authority, upon informal notification to the Industrial User, to halt immediately any actual or threatened discharge that may present an imminent endangerment to public health, environment, or the wastewater treatment plant. The District’s right of refusal includes the authority, upon notice to the affected Industrial User and an opportunity to respond, to halt or prevent any discharge which presents or may present an endangerment to public health, environment, or the wastewater treatment plant.
