33-404.106 Admission to Isolation Management, Transitional Care, or Crisis Stabilization.

(1) The right to refuse health care is inherent for all inmates committed to the custody of the department, except in cases in which refusal of care poses a serious threat to the inmate’s health or safety, or the health or safety of other inmates or staff.

(2) Placement in isolation management, crisis stabilization, or transitional care, when ordered by a qualified health care practitioner who is authorized to order such an admission by Health Services Bulletins may not be refused.

(3) All required assessments or interventions shall be provided to the degree afforded by the inmate’s level of cooperation.

(4) The inmate’s refusal of treatment, and all observations and assessments shall be properly documented in the health record.
