37-2.005 Emergency Meetings.

(1) The Council may hold an emergency meeting notwithstanding the provisions of Rules 37-2.001 and 37-2.004, F.A.C., of these rules for the purpose of acting upon internal-administrative and ministerial matters and matters affecting the public health, safety and welfare.

(2) Whenever an emergency meeting is scheduled to be held, the Council or its staff may notify at least one major newspaper of general circulation in the area where the meeting will take place and also all major wire services of the time, date and place and purpose of the meeting.
