38I-40.006 Collection of Information Concerning Completed Asbestos Abatement Work.

(1) In order to develop a comprehensive computer data-base of information on asbestos abatement work completed prior to the effective date of this rule, the Asbestos Program Administrator shall collect the following information about each building from each building’s Building Asbestos Contact Person.

(a) The agency owning the building.

(b) The name of the building and the unique building identification number assigned by the Department of General Services or other appropriate state agency.

(c) The start and completion dates for each asbestos abatement action.

(d) The identification of the areas in the building where asbestos abatement, or maintenance work that included asbestos abatement, occurred.

(e) If a contractor conducted the work, the name, address and telephone number of the contractor.

(f) The name, address and telephone number of the person or consultant who conducted the project monitoring and air testing.

(g) The cost of the abatement work and related consulting services.

(2) Each Building Asbestos Contact Person shall provide the required information about completed asbestos abatement work as noted in Rule 38I-40.008, F.A.C., of this rule. When the requirement involves multiple buildings, the Asbestos Program Administrator shall grant such additional time required for compliance with this requirement.

(3) The Building Asbestos Contact Person shall include copies of the following documents with the information:

(a) All asbestos abatement contracts and specifications used.

(b) Drawings that show the area and extent of asbestos abatement work, when such drawings are available.

(c) Post-abatement clearance reports.

(d) Any other paperwork or documentation related to the asbestos abatement work.
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
