38I-40.008 Completion of Asbestos Surveys.

(1) Each state agency shall have each state-owned building for which it is responsible surveyed for the presence of asbestos-containing materials as soon as feasible and prior to July 1, 1994. In addition to using surveys on which to base the asbestos-containing material management program, each state agency that finds asbestos-containing materials in its buildings may have all surveys reviewed by legal counsel to determine the feasibility of attempting to recover abatement costs from asbestos manufacturers and other appropriate parties.

(2) Each state agency shall use the standard technical specifications provided by the Department of Labor and Employment Security in soliciting professional services for asbestos survey work. Prior to the execution of an actual survey contract, provisions which deviate from the standard technical specifications shall be approved by the Asbestos Program Administrator.

(a) The standard technical specifications shall be available upon request from the Asbestos Program Administrator.

(b) The state agency that owns the buildings shall be responsible for identifying the buildings to be surveyed. The following information is required:

1. A unique building number assigned by the Department of General Services or other appropriate state agency.

2. The name, address and location of each building to be surveyed including the local building number if applicable.

3. The size of each building in gross square feet. Include in the total square footage unheated space such as attics, penthouses, porticos, crawl spaces, steam tunnels, basements and attached garages.

4. The number of floors in each building.

5. The name and telephone number of each building’s Building Asbestos Contact Person.

(c) The contracting agency shall be responsible for providing all administrative information required in the preparation of the contract, including the name of the agency, the name and address for the submittal of bids or proposals, the date, time and location of the pre-bid walk-through and conference.

(d) The state agency that owns the building shall ensure that the designated Building Asbestos Contact Person provides the surveyor thorough and complete access to each building to be surveyed and that he has:

1. Keys or access to all locked portions of the buildings.

2. All available building construction and renovation documents.

3. Copies of all prior surveys, operation and maintenance plans, and abatement project summaries as required in Rule 38I-40.006, F.A.C., of this rule.

(e) The state agency that owns the building shall notify the appropriate Regional Asbestos Program Manager of all pre-bid conferences, walk through inspections, and pre-construction conferences related to asbestos surveying, operation and maintenance planning and asbestos abatement contracts.

(3) The technical specifications relating to survey standards shall be binding in the conducting of the building asbestos surveys. The guidelines for complying with these specifications are provided in the State of Florida Building Asbestos Survey Procedures Manual incorporated in subsection (9) below.

(a) Any deviation required from the standard technical specifications shall be submitted to both the Asbestos Program Administrator and the appropriate Regional Asbestos Program Manager in writing, with an explanation as to why the deviation is necessary or desired.

(b) Approval, or disapproval, of the requested deviation shall be provided to the requesting agency, in writing, within 30 days of receipt of the request.

(4) The contracting agency shall ensure that the contracted consultant is licensed to do the work and that the laboratories proposed for sample analysis are certified and accredited. If this information is not readily apparent from the copies of licenses and accreditation certificates provided by the consultant, the contracting agency should request the assistance of the Asbestos Program Administrator in making this determination.

(5) The contracting agency shall be responsible for distribution of one complete copy of the final survey report with all attachments to the appropriate Regional Asbestos Program Manager, for review, approval and comment within 30 days of completion of the building survey.

(6) The contracting agency shall submit a summary of the survey to the Chief of the Bureau of Facilities Planning, Programming and Development, Department of General Services, 2737 Centerview Drive, 110 Knight Building, Tallahassee, FL 32399-0950.

(7) The contracting agency shall also provide for review a complete copy of the survey to the Asbestos Program Administrator, Division of Safety, 2002 Old St. Augustine Road, Building E, Suite 45, Tallahassee, FL 32399-0663.

(8) The appropriate Regional Asbestos Program Manager shall review and comment or approve, the survey report within 30 days of receipt and advise the contracting agency and Building Asbestos Contact Person of the results of the review.
