40B-5.026 Content.

A log of a well shall include all normally recorded information for the particular type well being constructed and shall include but not be limited to:

(1) The owner’s name, permit number, site location, elevation, drilling contractor, and all pertinent information such as: drilling method, casing record, cementing record, description and thickness of geologic materials penetrated, total depth, static water levels, flowing water zones, occurrences of oil, gas, or salt water, beginning and completion dates, and data if any on perforating, acidizing, fracturing, and testing, electrical, radiation, or other types of mechanical, chemical, or physical records, sample description, core descriptions, data on well-head completion, and data on subsurface equipment installed.

(2) For a reworked well, the owner’s name, permit number, site location, contractor’s name, reason for rework, changes made within the well and at the well head, and reports of testing accomplished.
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
