40B-21.621 Water Shortage Advisory, Phase I.

A Water Shortage Advisory refers to a notice from the District that hydrologic conditions are abnormally low, or low for the season, and that further reductions in supply or increased use may result in the declaration of a water shortage and water use restrictions. Although no mandatory restrictions are included in a Water Shortage Advisory, all users are encouraged to initiate conservation and eliminate wasteful or inefficient water use. Water users planning to implement long-range conservation measures are encouraged to speed implementation to the greatest extent practical.
