40C-2.331 Modification of Permits.

(1) A permittee may apply to the Board for modification of any terms of an unexpired permit. A modification involving one or more of the following changes may be applied for by submitting a letter to the District provided that the water use is not increased:

(a) Moving the location of a proposed well within 200 feet of the permitted location.

(b) The addition of a domestic use with irrigation of landscape less than one acre.

(c) Change in crop type.

(d) Adding a surface water pump to the same source.

(e) Reduction in allocation, a reduction in the number of wells, or a reduction in the project acreage.

(f) Changing to a reclaimed water or stormwater source.

(g) Changing the method of monitoring water use.

(h) Replacement of an existing well with a well producing from the same aquifer horizon so long as the replacement well is within 200 feet of the existing well it is to replace.

(2) Applications for modification of an unexpired permit shall contain all information required under the conditions of the permit and the information required in Rule 40C-2.101, F.A.C. The application for modification shall be evaluated using the criteria established in Rule 40C-2.301, F.A.C., and shall be subject to the limiting conditions as specified in Rule 40C-2.381, F.A.C.

(3) Applications for modification of unexpired permits shall be processed in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 40C-1, F.A.C.
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
