40C-20.042 General Permit for Water Use.

(1) All persons whose use of water is not exempt, does not exceed 500,000 gallons per day calculated as an annual average, and does not qualify for a general permit by rule under Rule 40C-2.042, F.A.C., or a noticed general permit under Chapter 40C-22, F.A.C., must obtain a standard general permit under this chapter prior to commencing the use, withdrawal or diversion of water.

(2) No water use, withdrawal or diversion shall commence until the applicant receives written authorization from the District.

(3) The District shall issue the appropriate authorization or notice that an individual permit is required within 30 days from the receipt of a complete Notice of Intent.
