33-601.215 Classification – Transfer of Inmates.

Upon completion of the reception process, each inmate shall be assigned and transferred to the institution approved by Classification that might best facilitate the inmate’s institutional progress. Inmates may subsequently be transferred from one institution to another to serve the Department’s mission as it relates to the classification and management of the state prison population as well as to meet the needs of the inmate. Inmates participating in academic, vocational, substance abuse or betterment programs will not be transferred to another institution prior to completion of the program unless the program is available at the receiving institution, or for purposes of population management or security and safety concerns specifically set forth in writing. Transfers are subject to review by the inmate grievance procedure.
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
