64B11-2.007 Medical Error Prevention Education for Initial Licensure.

All applicants for licensure shall submit to the Board proof of completion of a 2-hour course relating to the prevention of medical errors. The course must have been approved by the Board and may be one offered by a facility licensed pursuant to Chapter 395, F.S. The course shall include a study of root-cause analysis, error reduction and prevention, patient safety, and must include contraindications and indications specific to occupational therapy management, including medication and side effects.
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
