First, can a cytotechnologist process, perform pretesting and testing procedures and interpret clinical laboratory test results for the Vysis UroVysion Bladder Cancer Kit and whether a Florida licensed clinical laboratory technician, technologist, supervisor, or director collect, process, perform pretesting procedures, perform testing procedures, and interpret clinical laboratory test results for any test utilizing Fluorescence in situ hybridization (FISH) method regardless of test FDA categorization. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
