40E-23.053 Criteria for Designation.

The following criteria are used to designate critical water supply problem areas:

(1) Areas that have been designated as a Reduced Threshold Area and identified in Rule 40E-20.302, F.A.C.;

(2) Areas that have been designated as an Area of Special Concern pursuant to criteria contained in the “Basis of Review for Water Use Permit Applications Within the South Florida Water Management District – October 1997” incorporated by reference in Rule 40E-2.091(1)(a), F.A.C.;

(3) Areas that have experienced water shortage restrictions pursuant to Rule 40E-21.231, F.A.C. of two or more declarations or one declaration of a duration of 90 days or more since May 31, 1982;

(4) Areas that have been designated as a Restricted Allocation Area pursuant to criteria contained in the “Basis of Review for Water Use Permit Applications Within the South Florida Water Management District – October 1997” incorporated by reference in Rule 40E-2.091(1)(a), F.A.C.;

(5) Areas that are experiencing saline water intrusion; or

(6) Other areas with known or anticipated water supply problems.
