64B24-2.001 Licensure to Practice Midwifery.

(1) Applications for a midwife license by examination or endorsement shall be submitted to the department on incorporated by reference Form DH-MQA 1051, (08/2015), Application for Midwifery Licensure, available at https://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-06540.

(2) Applicants must demonstrate that they:

(a) Are 21 years of age or older;

(b) Meet the requirements for licensure by examination or endorsement;

(c) Have completed a one-hour educational course on HIV/AIDS that meets the substantive specifications set forth in Section 381.0034, F.S., as it pertains to the practice of midwifery;

(d) Have completed a two-hour course relating to the prevention of medical errors; and,

(e) Have successfully completed an approved four-month prelicensure course, if required.
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
