The Final Order on the Petition for Variance grants the Petitioner a variance from Rule 2500.2(c), ASME A17.1b, 1998 edition, and Rule 110.26(a)(1), NFPA-70, National Electric code, as adopted by paragraph 61C-5.001(1)(a), Florida Administrative Code, that requires a machine room or space and having a three foot clearance at the main line disconnect, because the Petitioner has demonstrated that the purpose of the underlying statute has been met and that Petitioner would suffer a substantial hardship if required to comply with this rule (VW2016-041).
