42-2.0121 Definitions.

For the purposes of Rules 42-2.0121 through 42-2.019, F.A.C., inclusive, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

(1) “Adoption” of a rule shall mean the filing of a certification of the rule with the Secretary of State.

(2) “Agency” shall mean the governmental unit or entity whose order or rule is proposed for review by the Commission. It shall mean a water management district when a request for review is made pursuant to Section 373.114 or 373.217, F.S., or both.

(3) “Commission” shall mean the Governor and Cabinet sitting as the Florida Land and Water Adjudicatory Commission.

(4) “Department” shall mean the Department of Environmental Protection.

(5) “Filed” of “filing” shall mean actual receipt of the document in question by the Clerk of the Commission during normal business hours.

(6) “Order” shall mean the written document representing the final decision of an agency in a non-rule proceeding.

(7) “Party” or “parties” shall mean the agency, any applicant or petitioner, any affected person who submitted an oral or written statement, sworn or unsworn, of a substantive nature which stated with particularity objections to or support for the rule or order that are cognizable within the scope of the provisions and purposes of the applicable statutory provisions, or any person who participated as a party or intervenor in a proceeding on the rule or order proposed for review instituted pursuant to Chapter 120, F.S.

(8) “Rendition” shall mean the filing of a written, signed order with the person designated by the agency as Clerk. However, if pursuant to a duly-adopted rule of the agency issuing the final order, a motion for rehearing, clarification, alteration or amendment of the final order has been timely filed with the agency, the final order shall not be deemed rendered until the entry and filing of a signed, written order disposing of such motion.

(9) “Rule” shall mean each agency statement of general applicability that implements, interprets, or prescribes law or policy or describes the organization, procedure, or practice requirements of the agency. The term does not include rules relating to internal procedures.

(10) “Secretary” shall mean the Secretary of the Florida Land and Water Adjudicatory Commission, who is also the Clerk to the Commission.

(11) “Service” or “served” shall mean providing a copy by U.S. Mail, overnight courier, facsimile transmission (FAX), or hand delivery.
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
