49D-1.001 Agency Description.

(1) The Peace River/Manasota Regional Water Supply Authority is a public body authorized by Section 373.1962, Florida Statutes, and created by Interlocal Agreement pursuant to Section 163.01, Florida Statutes. The Counties of Charlotte, DeSoto, Manatee and Sarasota are the parties to that Agreement.

(2) The Board of Directors of the Peace River/Manasota Regional Water Supply Authority consists of one representative of Charlotte County, DeSoto County, Manatee County and Sarasota County and each representative is appointed by and serves at the pleasure of the governing body of the parties. The Board’s officers consist of a chairman and vice chairman, each of whom shall serve for a term of a year, or until their respective successor is elected and qualified. The Board is vested with all the powers of the Authority.

(3) The Executive Director is the chief executive staff officer of the Peace River/Manasota Regional Water Supply Authority, who serves at the pleasure of the Board of Directors. The Executive Director administers the Authority, organizes staff efforts and employs necessary staff with Board approval.

(4) The General Counsel is the chief legal officer of the Peace River/Manasota Regional Water Supply Authority, and also serves at the pleasure of the Board of Directors. The General Counsel provides legal advice and support to the Board of Directors and the Executive Director.
