55A-5.001 Purpose.

In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 36 of Title 38, United States Code, the Bureau of State Approving for Veterans’ Training of the Department of Veterans’ Affairs is the state agency responsible for reviewing and approving educational courses programs to ensure that such courses and programs comply with the requirements of federal law and regulation and with any regulations adopted by the Bureau in order that any eligible veteran or other eligible person enrolled or participating in such courses or programs may receive those veteran’s benefits to which he or she is or may be entitled. The purpose of these rules is to set out the standards to be followed by the Bureau of State Approving in reviewing and approving said courses and programs.
