57-1.025 Public Information and Inspection of Records.

The principal office will be contacted for the purpose of obtaining information as to the location and method of acquiring or reviewing any form, publication, or documents which the Authority makes available to the public. All material which has been classified confidential or proprietary shall be exempt from Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, and will be accorded stringent internal procedural safeguards against public disclosure. Requests for confidential or proprietary classification of material shall be filed in writing with the Authority. Confidential information means material that has been determined by the Authority to be proprietary confidential information. The Authority, under provisions of the Spaceport Florida Authority Act, Section 331.326, Florida Statutes, is extended an exemption to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, which allows the Authority to keep from public record any trade secrets of the Authority, any space industry business, and any person or organization who uses the facilities or services of the Authority.
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
