57-4.005 Documents and Records.

Unless containing issues related to national security, trade secrets or proprietary information, the Authority’s safety documents and records, including correspondence, inspection reports, reference documents, maps and computer files, shall be open and available for public access upon any public request for the information. Regarding public information commingled with information related to national security, trade secrets or proprietary information, the safety officer, acting as an agent of the Authority, shall separate and secure any item related or pertaining to national security, trade secret or proprietary information. If the safety officer determines that any information requested by the public will reveal a trade secret, the officer shall notify the person making the request of that determination. The public information shall be made available to the requester in accordance with Chapter 57-2, Florida Administrative Code.
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
