(1) The hospice shall complete an annual report for the period January 1 through December 31 and shall submit the report to the Department no later than February 28 of the following year. The annual report shall include the following information:

(a) Total number of patients served by the hospice during the reporting period by:

1. Age.

b. 19 – 64 years of age;

c. 65 years of age and older;

2. Diagnosis.

a. Cancer;

b. Illness due to Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS);

c. Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease (COPD);

d. End-Stage Renal Disease (ESRD);

e. Congestive heart failure;

f. Other;

(b) Percent reimbursement by;

1. Medicare.

2. Medicaid.

3. Third party insurance.

4. Sliding fee scale.

5. Self-pay.

6. Uncompensated.

a. Charitable;

b. Non-billable;

7. Other.

(c) Total number of patient-days in:

1. Private residence.

2. Assisted living facility.

3. Adult family care home.

4. Hospice residential unit.

5. Nursing home.

6. Inpatient facility.

a. Hospital or nursing home.

b. Free-standing.

(2) A copy of the annual report shall at all times be available to any member of the public.
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
