59A-6.032 Advertising and Promotional Material.

(1) Advertising and promotional material shall not mislead or deceive potential purchasers of services provided by the center. Any statement that specific tests identify specific diseases is prohibited.

(2) Each advertisement shall contain a statement in easily read type, no less in size than that used to list the tests, that reads as follows:

“Health screening tests may or may not alert you and your doctor to serious medical problems, and are not intended to be a substitute for a physician's examination.” This statement shall be voiced in radio and television advertising; the statement shall also be prominently displayed on its report of the tests and in a place that is in clear and unobstructed public view within the center or mobile facility. The notice displayed within the center or mobile facility shall be made up of block letters not less than one inch in height that are clearly visible.
