PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The Department is amending the rule text by removing Temporary Cash Assistance as a Qualifying Program for Lifeline services and removing the text in reference to the Department’s participation in eligibility determination for automatic Lifeline service enrollment.

SUMMARY: This rule addresses the Department’s participation in eligibility determination for automatic Lifeline service enrollment.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.

The Agency has determined that the proposed rule is not expected to require legislative ratification based on the statement of estimated regulatory costs or if no SERC is required, the information expressly relied upon and described herein: The Department considered the factors in Section 120.541, F.S. (1) The Department participates in eligibility determinations for automatic Lifeline service enrollment. The automatic Lifeline service enrollment process is an electronic interface between the Department and the entity making eligibility determinations for Lifeline services Public Service Commission. Applicants and recipients can indicate their interest in receiving Lifeline service within the ACCESS Florida Web Application, CF-ES 2353, 09/2011, incorporated by reference in Rule 65A-1.205, F.A.C. After being determined eligible for Food Assistance, Temporary Cash Assistance or Medicaid, the Department sends an electronic file to the entity making eligibility determinations for Lifeline services Public Service Commission to ensure automatic enrollment with the appropriate eligible telecommunications carrier.
