59E-5.603 Medical Education Tertiary Care Disbursement.

(1) In order to receive monies from the Medical Education and Tertiary Care Trust Fund, a statutory teaching hospital as defined in Section 408.032(27), F.S., shall file with the Board, no later than August 1 of each year, all information necessary for the Board to calculate the allocation fraction as described in Section 395.63, F.S.

(2) Information shall be submitted on forms HCB/METCTF/1-Accredited Graduate Medical Programs, HCB/METCTF/2-Full-time Equivalent Trainees, AHCA/METCTF/3-Payments Received from Medicaid Prepaid Health Plans and HCB/ METCTF/4-Certification of Accuracy. The information provided shall include:

(a) A complete list of nationally accredited graduate medical education programs in existence on July 1 of the state fiscal year completed immediately preceding the date the forms are due. Nationally accredited programs include those programs accredited by the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education and/or those combined Internal Medicine and Pediatrics programs acceptable to both the American Board of Internal Medicine and the American Board of Pediatrics. Identification of the programs shall be in accordance with the account numbers assigned to each specialty in Chapter Two, Page 2.29 of the FHURS Manual.

(b) The number of full-time equivalents (FTEs) reported for trainees who are enrolled in nationally accredited graduate medical education programs during the state fiscal year completed immediately preceding the date the forms are due, as defined in Section 395.63(1), F.S. These trainees are usually referred to as “residents” and “fellows.” The FTEs shall be reported separately for each area of specialty including the account number assigned to the specialty area pursuant to Chapter Two, Page 2.29 of the FHURS Manual. All hospitals shall submit source documents and workpapers to support the FTEs.

(c) The number of FTEs reported for trainees who are enrolled in accredited colleges of medicine and engaged in clinical activities, including required clinical clerkships and clinical electives during the state fiscal year completed immediately preceding the date the forms are due. These trainees are usually referred to as “medical students.” The FTEs shall be reported separately for each area of specialty including the account number assigned to the specialty area pursuant to Chapter Two, Page 2.29 of the FHURS Manual. All hospitals shall submit source documents and workpapers to support the FTEs.

(d) The total amount of payments received from Medicaid Prepaid Health Plans.

(e) Certification by the Chief Executive and Chief Financial Officers of the hospital that the information submitted is true, accurate and complete to the best of their knowledge and belief and is being submitted in accordance with the requirements of statute.

(3) FTEs reported shall be in conformity with the following standards:

(a) The FTEs reported for “residents” and “fellows” are only for those assigned to programs accredited by the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education and the combined Internal Medicine and Pediatrics programs acceptable to both the American Board of Internal Medicine and the American Board of Pediatrics.

(b) Fractional FTEs shall be computed in the following manner:

1. Two weeks which equals 1/2 month or 1/24 of a year should be shown as 0.042 FTE.

2. One month which equals 1/12 of a year should be shown as 0.083 FTE.

3. Three months which equals 1/4 of a year should be shown as 0.250.

4. One-half month (two weeks) is the shortest time period which may be used for fractional FTE determination.
