59G-7.054 Prompt Repayment.

(1) Within 30 days of receipt of a third-party benefit, a provider must forward to the Medicaid Program an adjusted or voided claim or refund, or the third-party benefit related to any medical care for which Medicaid has provided medical assistance, regardless of the provider’s charges, up to the full amount paid by Medicaid, so that the Medicaid Program is reimbursed the full amount paid by Medicaid.

(2) Recovery by the Medicaid Program of third-party benefits from a provider is limited to the amount of third-party benefits received by that provider, but is not limited to the amount of medical assistance paid or obligated to be paid by Medicaid to that particular provider. The Medicaid Program is entitled to recover from third-party benefits in the possession or control of any person the total of all medical assistance paid or obligated to be paid to all providers by Medicaid related to medical care provided to a particular recipient.

(3) Amounts refunded by check to the Medicaid Program by a provider must be accompanied by HRS Form 1189, Provider Refund Form.
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
