59G-7.0581 Statements as Notice.

(1) A billing statement or Medical records containing a statement required by paragraph (7)(a) of paragraph 59G-7.058(7)(a), F.A.C. which identifies the patient as having received medical assistance from Medicaid, provides actual notice to any person receiving or reviewing the billing statement or medical records sufficient to create in the person a duty of inquiry as the Medicaid Program’s rights of recovery.

(2) Receipt or review by an insurer, or agent or employee of an insurer, of a billing statement or medical records containing a statement required by paragraph (7)(a) of paragraph 59G-7.058(7)(a), F.A.C. which identifies the patient as having received medical assistance from Medicaid, provides notice or knowledge that the patient is a Medicaid recipient pursuant to s. 409.910(6)(c)7., F.S.

(3) A billing statement or medical records containing a statement required by paragraph (7)(b) of Rule 59G-7.058, F.A.C. provides actual notice of the Medicaid Program’s rights of recovery of reimbursement to any person who receives or reviews a copy of the billing statement or medical records.
