60BB-3.011 Definitions.

In addition to the following definitions, the definitions contained in Rule 60BB-2.022, F.A.C., will apply to this rule and are herein incorporated by reference.

(1) Additional claim: A reapplication for benefits filed during an existing benefit year after a break in the claims series with intervening work.

(2) Claimed week of unemployment: A calendar week for which a certification for benefits has been filed.

(3) Continued claim: A claimed week of unemployment during a benefit year.

(4) Customary work week: The days during which work is usually performed in a particular industry or occupation.

(5) Gross earnings: Earned income as defined in Section 443.036(16), Florida Statutes.

(6) Initial claim: An application filed for the purpose of establishing a benefit year.

(7) Reopened claim: A re-application for benefits filed during an existing benefit year, after a break in reporting with no intervening work.

(8) Report date: That date designated by the Agency and communicated to the claimant for a claimant to file a continued claim for benefits or to provide information necessary to process the claim.

(9) Waiting week: The first week claimed subsequent to the beginning of the benefit year in which the claimant meets all eligibility requirements pursuant to this Chapter. No benefits are payable for the waiting week.

(10) Week: A seven (7) calendar day period of time from Sunday through Saturday. A week shall be deemed to be “in”, “within” or “during” that benefit year which includes the greater part of such week.
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
