Petitioner is seeking a variance or waiver of paragraph 61H1-27.001(5)(a), Florida Administrative Code, that provides that a graduate of a four-year degree granting institution not accredited at the time the applicant’s degree was received or at the time of filing application will be deemed to be a graduate of a four-year accredited college or university course provided an accredited college or university as defined by subsections 61H1-27.001(1) and (2), F.A.C., accepts applicant’s non-accredited baccalaureate degree for admission to a graduate business degree program; the applicant satisfactorily completes at least 15 semester or 22 quarter hours, or the equivalent, in post-baccalaureate education at the accredited institution of which at least 9 semester or 13 quarter hours, including at least 3 semester or 4 quarter hours in taxation. Petitioner is also seeking a permanent variance of Rule 61H1-28.0052(2), F.A.C., that provides that a candidate shall be deemed to have passed the CPA Examination when the candidate has been granted credit for all sections of the CPA Examination.
