60D-7.003 General Provisions.

(1) Each facility shall be constructed or improved in such a manner as to provide reasonable safety from fire, smoke, panic and related hazards and to ensure a high level of health, comfort and well being for all occupants.

(2) The Division shall determine adequacy of construction plans and specifications in accordance with the provisions of the Code. The Division, through the Code Panel, may permit use of alternate materials and methods, where permitted by the applicable code, when it is clearly evident that reasonable safety is thereby secured.

(3) The Department may delegate its responsibilities relative to the determination of the adequacy of construction plans and specifications in accordance with the provisions of the code to other agencies on projects it determines such other agency is qualified to perform.

(4) The referenced minimum building Codes and standards shall be met as applicable in the design and construction of state-owned and turnkey leased facilities which are the responsibility of the Department as delineated in Section 255.25, Florida Statutes.

(5) The Division shall issue a building permit to the contractor in accordance with the approved plans and specifications prior to the start of construction or demolition of any state building within the scope of this chapter.
