60Q-3.018 Notice of Assessment Arbitration.

(1) After the panel has been confirmed, the chief arbitrator shall set a time and place for assessment arbitration and give the parties at least 90 days’ notice, unless prior proceedings resulted in misarbitration. The notice shall state the time, place and nature of the hearing and refer to Sections 766.201-.212, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 60Q-3, Florida Administrative Code.

(2) In the event a motion for continuance is granted, the chief arbitrator shall set a different time and place for assessment arbitration, but need not give 90 days’ notice of the new time.

(3) In the event prior proceedings resulted in misarbitration, the chief arbitrator shall set a time and place for arbitration and give the parties at least 15 days’ notice.
